
Empowering Women and Protecting the Environment: Plastic 

Waste Management Initiative in Baloda Bazar District 

 

Vision: Making plastic waste free District. 

 

Mission: To prevent pollution in the district, through plastic collection centres, 

manage plastic waste as alternative fuel resources (FR) and clean surroundings, 

and increase the income of the working women’s groups. This will create a 

distinct identity for the district. 

 

Objective: The main objective is to make the district free from plastic waste 

and also provide additional income to the women’s group. 

 

Under the above-mentioned programme, the work was initiated in the district of 

Baloda Bazar for which, first of all, surveys were conducted in the plastic 

collection centres to find out the quantity of plastic waste collected daily from 

the city and their management status. The women working in the collection 

were doing excellent job. They collected plastic waste from each house in the 

city, separated usable plastics at the centre and then collected the sorted plastic 

waste and safely disposed of the unusable plastic waste by burning it at a 

designated place outside the city. 

The Grihini Organisation took the initiative to prevent air and soil pollution 

caused by these unusable plastic waste and to generate additional income for the 

women’s groups. With the co-operation of the department of Urban 

Development, the plastic waste was agreed to be bought as fuel resources (FR) 

for the newly established cement plant in the district. The management of this 

plant agreed to purchase the plastic waste at the rate of Rs. 2 per kg, out of 

which Rs. 1 per kg was to be given to the women working on it, thus promoting 

the organisation’s goals and addressing environmental concerns.  

On 4th May 2023, the newly appointed district collector of Baloda Bazar District 

officially launched the project with a contract order of 50 tons of plastic waste 

collection at Rs. 2 per kg and a price of 50 paise per ton. This initiative not only 

promoted cleanliness in the city but also empowered women, fulfilling the 

organisation’s objective and gaining appreciation.
